“Wash the dishes”. She ordered him to wash the dishes.

“Let’s have a party”. He suggested (that) we (should) have a party.

“Shall we write that too”. He suggested writing that too.

“That’s a nice dress”. He complimented me on my dress.

“What a handsome man!” He exclaimed that he was a handsome man.

So, we use the with singular or plural nouns to talk about something specific or when we say something for the second time.

e.g. The girl with the red hat is my sister.

2. Before the words breakfast, lunch, supper, dinner. E.g. I had dinner with my mother yesterday.
3. Before languages. E.g. English is not very difficult to learn. But: The English language is not very difficult to learn.

4. Before colours and sports. E.g. I play basketball every week.

5. Before parks, stations and most of the streets and shops.

E.g. Central Park is in N.Y.

6. With the words school, home, work, church, bed, hospital, prison, sea, court when they are used for the reason they exist.

People go to prison when they steal things. 
I go to the prison to see a friend of mine.
She goes to hospital every time she is sick.
I go to the hospital to visit her every time she is sick.
My husband is at sea. He is a captain.
I am at the sea enjoying the sun and the nice beach.



	Possessive   ’s  


	To show that something is somebody’s we use ’s that shows possession.
Examples:

This is the captain’s ship.

This is Mary’s dress.

This is the girl’s mother.

That is the cadet’s book.

For the regular plural nouns we just use the apostrophe.

Those are the cadets’ books.  

But for irregular nouns again we have ’s:

These are the children’s books.

Those are the women’s dresses.

How many rooms are there in the following example? Why?

Tom’s and Arthur’s room.  

This is Tom and Arthur’s room.


Usually for things we don’t use the possessive s but the word of.

The legs of the table.

The roof of the house.

We also use of in longer phrases: He is the father of one man I know.

But we can use both the possessive  ’s  and of to talk about places or organizations.

e.g. Britain’s museums/ The museums of Britain.

Finally ’s can be used with phrases of place (at the baker’s),of time (This is last month’s news).

Note: The ’s  can also be the short form of the verb Have: e.g. He’s got a car.

It can also be the short form of the verb Be: He’s very tired right now.

·  To make the plural just use –s. E.g. ship- ships
· Adjectives don’t have plural.  E.g. Nice-nice

· Nouns that finish in -s, -ss, -sh,- ch,- x and sometimes –o

Some adjectives take both –ed and –ing but have a different meaning.

Interesting (it characterizes something). This book is interesting.

Interested (it usually shows how somebody feels). I am interested in doing this.

Examples: I am boring. ( I make other people get bored.) 

I am bored. ( I feel like this because something is boring to me).

	Infinitives


Infinitives have four forms;

	Work (for present and future simple tenses)
	He must work.

	Be working (for present and future continuous tenses)
	He must be working.

	Have worked (pp) (for all the past tenses that are simple)
	He must have worked.

	Have been working (for all the past tenses that are continuous)
	He must have been working.


Infinitives are often used with the modal verbs.

	Used to


Used to + infinitive (for something we do not do any more) I used to play basketball when I was younger.

Get/ be used to + verb + ing (for something that we didn’t use to do but we are getting used to doing it or for something we are used to doing) 

I didn’t use to get up early, but now I must get used to doing it, cause I work early.

I am used to writing a lot of letters.

We can also use would instead of used to+ infinitive but only for actions not for states. Eg: When I was  six, I would play all afternoon.

NOT: When I was six, I would be very happy.
A synonym for be used to is Be accustomed to.

Eg: I am not accustomed to listening to music very loud.

	Subjunctive


The subjunctive is used after report verbs, adjectives, to express plans, urgency, intentions or suggestions. Verbs that usually take it are: suggest, insist, recommend, propose, request.

Adjectives that usually take it are: advisable, essential, desirable, preferable

Nouns: decision, insistence, demand, requirement, condition.

Examples: The police insisted that the car be moved.

He recommended that he go there. 

After whether or whatever: Whether he (should) agree or not, I don’t want to go.

Whatever his reasons be/ are, I don’t think he is right.

	Too and Enough


Too – He is too good to be true.

Enough + noun  eg: I have enough money.

Adjective + enough eg: He’s tall enough to reach the door.

	So and such


	So+ adjective or adverb
	He’s so good./ it’s so nice here.

	Although and Despite 


Although = Even though + sentence

Although he is rich, he never spends money.

Despite= In spite of +  noun    eg Despite his wealth he never spends money.



        
 + gerund  eg Despite being wealthy he never spends money.



        
 + the fact that+ sentence eg Despite the fact he is wealthy he          never spends money.

	Indirect questions


In indirect questions we do not use the auxiliary verb (do, does, did) and if there is one we form the sentence with the subject+auxiliary and not the opposite.

Eg “How much does this cost?”

Can you tell me how much this costs?

The question is for “ can you tell me” and not for the rest of the sentence.

“Where have you been?”

Could you tell me where you have been?

“Where does he live?”

I would like to know where he lives.

	The order of the adjectives

	Neither / so


They take the auxiliary verb of the sentence.

I don’t speak English. Neither do I.

I like French. So do I.

They often travel.  So do we.

	Auxiliary….I ever


Was the film good? Was it  ever. (it was really very good)

Do you like tennis? Do I ever! (very much)

	Inversions


When the sentence begins with the following words we have inversion, that is we put the auxiliary verb first and then the subject of the sentence: 

	no sooner…than, hardly, hardly ever, never, scarcely, rarely, barely, not until, not since, not for one minute, only after, only later, only then, only when, under no circumstances, on no account.


Under no circumstances will I accept the offer.

Hardly do I see him. (instead of : I hardly see him)

Never did he go out. ( instead of: He never went out)

After: not until, only by, only in this way, only when the inversion is in the main part of the sentence:

Only when I saw him did I realize how much I loved him.

Not only I met him did I remember how much I missed him.

	Special cases


· I don’t know whether to go or not. 

· Remember some expressions with Be:

· I am supposed to, I am concerned, I am tired…

· Relatives: The students none of whom were adults.

· I drive much faster and better than you.

· If it weren’t for… wouldn’t have

· He’s the only one to + infinitive

· All I want is to + infinitive

· What you should do is + infinitive

· Nouns taken as adjectives when they are compound and do not take plural:

· We had a three day course. (NOT: a three days course)

· He is a seven year old boy.

· The fact is that…

Modal Verbs
They are the following: can, could, may, might, must, ought to, will, would, shall, should, ought to, have to, be able to

In general modal verbs   a) do not take –s in the third person of the simple present.

b) in the question we just put them in front. E.g. Can I go out?

c) don’t have all the tenses and d) are followed by bare infinitives.

The bare infinitives are the following:

	Work (for present and future simple tenses)
	He must work.

	Be working (for present and future continuous tenses)
	He must be working.

	Have worked (pp) (for all the past tenses that are simple)
	He must have worked.

	Have been working (for all the past tenses that are continuous)
	He must have been working.


The conditionals
There are three types of conditionals:

	If + simple present 

e.g.
If you come to the party 
	Future

May, might, can, must + infinitive

Imperative

you will see Mary.

you may see Mary.

bring a cake.

It is used for something that may happen in the future. Also we may have if + simple present + simple present for general truths 

	If + simple past

e.g.

If I knew 

If I were you 
	Would + infinitive

I would tell you.

I wouldn’t go.

It is used for untrue things in the present and to give advice.



	If + past perfect 

e.g.

If I had known 
	Would have + pp

I would have told you.

It is used for a situation that is not real because it was in the past.


Remember If can be omitted for emphasis sometimes. e.g. Should you see him, tell me. Were I you, I would do it. Had I known, I would have told you.
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
