What Are Irregular Verbs?
Irregular verbs are verbs that do not follow the regular pattern of adding -ed for their past tense and past participle forms. Instead, they change in uncertain ways.
Examples
Write → Wrote → Written
He wrote a letter to his friend.
Go → Went → Gone
I went to the park yesterday.
Eat → Ate → Eaten
She ate her lunch quickly.
Types of irregular Verbs
Irregular verbs can be categorized into different types based on how they change in their past and past participle forms. Here are the main types:
1. Completely Irregular Verbs
These verbs change entirely in their past forms.
· Go → Went → Gone
· Be → Was/Were → Been
2,. Verbs with the Same Base and Past Participle
The past simple changes, but the past participle remains the same as the base form.
· Come → Came → Come
· Run → Ran → Run
3. Verbs with the Same Past and Past Participle
The base form changes, but the past and past participle are identical.
· Buy → Bought → Bought
· Build → Built → Built
4. Verbs That Stay the Same
These verbs do not change in any form.
· Cut → Cut → Cut
· Put → Put → Put

	Regular Verbs
	Irregular Verbs

	Definition
	Follow a consistent pattern when forming past tense and past participle.
	Do not follow a fixed pattern in past tense and past participle.

	Past Tense Rule
	Add -ed or -d to the base form.
	Change completely, partially, or remain the same.

	Past Participle
	Same as the past tense form.
	May be different from the past tense.

	Examples
	Walk → Walked, Play → Played
	Go → Went, Eat → Eaten, Run → Ran
